Audiology Workshop 1 – For Parents of Adults.
Presented by: Dr. Donald MacAskill, Audiologist Scientist.

Donald MacAskill is an Audiological Scientist with over 20 years of Clinical Audiology experience.  He has expertise in child and adult focused hearing services and was been previously employed in Addenbrooke’s Audiology Department in Cambridge, England under Dr Josephine Marriage and Dr David Baguley who are both internationally renowned experts in their fields of audiology. 

He was involved in the original digital hearing aid project in England in 1998 and was responsible for introducing this service properly in Forth Valley, Scotland in 2005.   He was also responsible for setting up the newborn hearing screening service in Forth Valley in 2005.

His teams have won the British Academy of Audiology “team of the year” twice in three years and under peer review were shown to be the best department in Scotland for both adult and paediatric services in 2008/9 and 2010/11.

Catherine is key-teacher with the Latch-On programme in the Mater Dei College in Dublin. She has brought a wealth of teaching experience to the programme in Ireland.
